Jen is interested in working on this project, with the goal of organizing a conference that will happen before the school year ends. Vicki has expressed interest in being involved as well, and when she returns she'll get together with Jen on this. The idea of speaking with Barrett Watten for support and ideas was proposed. We will revisit this subject in subsequent officers' meetings.

Email communication—exclusionary?  Include “gradcomp” list?


After some discussion, the officers agreed that the gradcomp list is now essentially inactive, and that all grad students are instructed to join the englishgrads list, where announcements are currently posted. The officers felt this was inclusive enough, but agreed to think of ways for SAGE to be as inclusive as possible in the future.

The logo was reviewed and the officers responded favorably overall. Thanks for the design idea, Vicki! Joy just found a piece of clip art and helped the image come together. We will revisit this subject later on, to think of ways in which this image will be used. The flier for the book fair was offered as the first possibility for using the logo.

Speakers "wish list" – next steps? Do we want to start planning for this/next year?


"Wish list" will possibly be addressed through collaboration with the Y|X conference committee. This will be an ongoing project, as we should set up a budget to submit to the DOSO, asking for speaking funding. Further discussion on this is needed.

ASC, EAS, and OTL Collaboration—Nicole Wilson and Jen Boyd sub-committee?


Nicole Wilson expressed interest in working on this project. Further details and plans will be formulated in the near future. Laurie Evans, former English Dept. professor, was mentioned as a great resource to perhaps be involved with this.

Bulletin Board—update


Jen Roderique will be taking care of details for the SAGE bulletin board very soon – to be updated at next SAGE meeting.

"SAGE Ball" ideas


This topic was discussed at some length by the officers, and then tabled for a later meeting. Jen Boyd suggested the idea of inviting grad student campus-wide, and this idea was well received by the officers. Joy mentioned that Rick Earnest suggests using free ticket distribution to keep attendance within the grad student population.

New Business


Janet Langlois has expressed an interest in SAGE organizing another book table like before the move from 51 W. Warren Ave. This event was very successful, and the recipients of books at ProLiteracy very grateful for the donation. We will return to this subject at the next officers' meeting.
